RECIPE #1

Quick Pan Broiled Chicken Fajitas

Ingredients:
1 tablespoon chili powder 
Kosher salt and freshly ground black pepper
Spicet - 1 teaspoon  - - Spicet is in HEB
1 pound baby bell peppers -12 peppers halved, stemmed and seeded
1 large yellow onion, halved and thinly sliced 
2 tablespoons extra-virgin olive oil 
1 1/2 pounds boneless, skinless chicken breasts
 Juice of 1 lime, plus lime wedges, for serving
 8 fajita-size flour tortillas

Directions: 
Preheat the broiler to high.  Line rimmed baking sheet with foil.
Combine the chili powder, Spicet 2 teaspoons salt and 1 teaspoon pepper in a small bowl. 
Put the peppers and onions on the prepared baking sheet, drizzle with 1 tablespoon of the oil and season with half the chili powder mixture.
Broil until softened and starting to char. 
Cut the chicken into 1/4-inch-thick slices and toss in a large bowl with the remaining chili powder mixture and 1 tablespoon oil.  After the peppers are softened and starting to char, about 10 minutes, scatter the chicken on top of the peppers and onions and return the baking sheet to the broiler.   Turm chicken after 3 minutes and broil until the chicken is cooked through and starting to brown, about 5 minutes more. 
Drizzle with the lime juice. Serve with the warmed tortillas, Monterey Jack cheese, guacamole, hot sauce, salsa, sour cream and lime wedges. 
 
RECIPE #2
Stuffed Banana French Toast
Ingredients:
3-4 bananas - sliced) about ¼ inch thick
· 1/2 cup salted butter*
· 1 cup brown sugar
· 3 teaspoons ground cinnamon
· 2 teaspoons bourbon vanilla extract
· Your favorite bread for French Toast
Instructions: 
Bananas:
0. Add brown sugar and cinnamon to a gallon sized Ziploc bag and add in banana slices and seal.
1. Shake bag to completely coat bananas.
2. Melt butter over medium high heat in a pan.  Add in banana slices once butter has melted.
3. Pour in bourbon vanilla extract and cook banana slices for 2-3 minutes on the first side.  Once the banana has browned, flip and repeat on the other side.

French Toast:
Make the French Toast the normal way you like
Take a piece of French toast and layer it with banana mixture.
Top with another piece of French toast.
Cut diagonally and serve with whipped cream and syrup.
