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THE 1983 CORVETTE

YOU CAN’T FND ANYWHERE ELSE

In the early 80s, Corvette was at a crossroads. Tasked with reclaiming its title as a performance leader, Chief Engineer Dave McLellan packed the pre-production 1983 models with cutting-edge tech, including the uniframe chassis, computer-controlled LED display, and lightweight alloys. Time ran out for validation, and Chevrolet made the bold choice to bypass the 1983 designation to focus on the 1984 launch. The tech and performance that fueled the 1983 paved the way for the Corvette's futuristic 1984 debut.

The One and Only 1983 Corvette: A New Chapter in Corvette History at the National Corvette Museum
Bowling Green, KY — In the world of Corvette, every generation tells a story of innovation, performance, and bold engineering. But one model stands alone as both an anomaly and a cornerstone of Corvette history: the one and only 1983 Corvette. Now showcased in a newly enhanced exhibition in the Skydome at the National Corvette Museum, this singular vehicle represents a pivotal turning point in the evolution of America’s Sports Car.

Why There Was No 1983 Corvette
To understand the significance of the 1983 Corvette, you have to go back to a moment of transformation. The early 1980s marked the transition from the C3 generation to what would become the groundbreaking C4. Chevrolet engineers were reimagining Corvette from the ground up with a focus on advanced aerodynamics, improved handling, and cutting-edge technology. The result was a radically new design that would define Corvette performance for years to come.

However, delays in development and the need to meet new emissions and quality standards meant that production timelines shifted. Rather than release a car that did not meet expectations, Chevrolet made a bold decision. There would be no retail production for the 1983 model year. Instead, the all-new Corvette would debut as a 1984 model.

Only one survived.
That vehicle now lives at the National Corvette Museum, preserved as a defining artifact in Corvette history. This lone example offers a rare, unfiltered look at the transition into the C4 generation. It captures the engineering ambition, the risks, and the relentless pursuit of excellence that define Corvette.

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RECIPE #1

Great way to start the day - quick - easy and very delicious - The Caprese Egg White Omelette (If you like Caprese Salad, you will love this)

Ingredients:
· 3 egg whites
· 1 tablespoon butter
· 1 Roma Tomato - sliced into 6 thin slices
· salt & pepper
· 1/4 cup mozzarella cheese
· ¼ cup fresh basil - chopped fairly fine
· Spicewood Food Company Barrel Aged Balsamic Vinegar (best ever)

Directions:
1. In a medium bowl, whisk egg whites and season with salt and pepper.
2. In a nonstick skillet (preferably an omelette pan), heat butter over medium-high heat.   Add in egg whites and cook until almost set. 
3. Flip the eggs once - (if you are good enough) - otherwise use spatula to flip - add Mozzarella cheese on ½ of eggs - then add tomato slices on top of cheese – then add i?2 of Basil.  Fold the omelette over onto itself, covering the cheese and tomatoes.
4. Place the omelette on plate and add remaining tomato slices, cheese and Basil on top of the omelette
5. Drizzle omelette  with Balsamic Vinegar (drizzle freely) and serve immediately.
Hint - use Spicewood Food Company Barrel Aged Balsamic Vinegar - it is wonderful.

RECIPE #2

CREAMY MEDITERRANEAN BALSAMIC CHICKEN

INGREDIENTS:

4 boneless, skinless chicken breast halves (about 1 1/4 lb.) 
1/2 cup balsamic vinegar 
1/2 cup Hellmann’s® or Best Foods® Real Mayonnaise 
1/4 cup Kalamata olives, chopped 
1/4 cup sun-dried tomatoes, chopped
 1 Tbsp. chopped fresh parsley leaves 
Salt, pepper and garlic powder

 DIRECTIONS:

Season chicken with salt, pepper and garlic powder.
Spray large nonstick skillet with no-stick cooking spray.
Over medium-high heat - cook chicken, turning once until browned, about 8 minutes.   Remove chicken; set aside.
Reduce heat to low and add balsamic vinegar. Stir in Hellmann's Mayonnaise, olives and sundried tomatoes.   Simmer a few minutes until hot and well mixed - do not overcook.    Return chicken and juices to skillet.  Cook until sauce thickens a bit and chicken is thoroughly cooked, about 3-5 minutes.
