RECIPE #1

Bacon-Jalapeño Deviled eggs
INGREDIENTS:
12 large eggs
1/3 cup of mayonnaise
1 Tablespoon of Miracle Whip
Juice of ½ lemon (large)
¼ cup chopped cooked bacon
2 tablespoons shredded cheddar cheese
1 ½  tablespoons yellow mustard
1 tablespoon  finely chopped jalapeno
Salt
Freshly ground black pepper

DIRECTIONS:
1. Place eggs in a single layer in a saucepan and cover with 2 inches of water.  Bring to a boil, then reduce heat and cook covered, 1 minute. Remove from heat and let sit, while covered about 14 minutes, then rinse under cold water.
2. Crack shells and carefully peel under cool running water.
3. Halve eggs lengthwise, then spoon out yolks into a small bowl and place whites on a serving platter.
4. Mash the yolks and stir in mayonnaise, miracle, lemon juice, bacon, cheddar, mustard and jalapeño - season with salt and pepper.
5. Spoon mixture evenly among egg whites and serve

Very nice deviled egg recipe - add more jalapeno if want hotter



RECIPE #2

EVERYONE love Baked Potatoes!    Great Recipe

Twice Baked Potatoes With Fontina, Gruyere, Bacon and Chives

Ingredients:

· 5 russet potatoes for baking
· 6 oz. fontina cheese - shredded (about 1 1/2 cups)
· 3 ounces gruyere cheese - shredded
· 1 cup whole milk
· 1/3 cup sour cream
· ¼  cup whole buttermilk
· 1/3 cup finely chopped fresh chives some for garnish
· 4 Tbsp. unsalted butter
· 1 1/4 tsp. kosher salt
· 3/4 tsp. black pepper
· 3 ounces of Parmigiano-Reggiano Cheese (about 2/3 cup)
· Also can add Bacon - ½ pound of bacon - cut to ¼ squares - cooked crisp

DIRECTIONS:

Step 1	Preheat oven to 400°F.  Pierce potatoes with a fork, and bake in preheated oven until tender, about 1 hour or so.   If using bacon - cook it while potatoes are in oven.

Step 2	Cut potatoes in half lengthwise, and scoop out flesh, leaving a 1/4-inch-thick shell. Combine warm potato flesh, cheese, milk, sour cream, buttermilk, (add in bacon if desired), chives, butter, salt and pepper in a medium bowl.  Mash with a potato masher until creamy and well blended.

Step 3	Divide mixture among potato shells, and top each with Parmigiano-Reggiano cheese. Bake in preheated oven until heated through and bubbly, 12 to 15 minutes. 

Step 4	Turn oven to broil, and broil until browned, about 2 minutes. Sprinkle with chives and bacon (if you have any left).
